The Alvernia University Education intern Certification Program encourapes candidates with a strong content background to pursue a teaching certification while
perfonming as the teacher of record in a classroom, A& University supervisor along with 3 mentor teacher pravide the pedagogical support for the candidate to be
suceessiut during the field experience and student teaching experiences. The intern candidate completes the same course requirements as alt other pest-bacc
teaching candidates except for attendance at the student teaching serminar. For the intern candidate, the "seminars” are held at the candidates building and seminar
content i3 developad arcund the needs of the intern because he/she is the teacher of record.
